And/or staff person with the Agency being reviewed.
b)  All Members of the Allocations Committee shall declare and disqualify themselves from voting on allocations to any Member Agency or Special Project Request of which they or their spouse/partner are a current staff member and/or volunteer.
c)    All Members of the United Way of Haldimand and Norfolk Board of Directors shall declare 
      and disqualify themselves from voting on allocations to any Member Agency of which they or 
      their spouse/partner are a current staff member and/or volunteer.  United Way of Haldimand
      and Norfolk Board Members are not excluded from voting on total overall allocations
      decision.
